The vision of First Coast Family Church: 

  
*   Worship:    

To be a worshipping church that incorporates varying styles of worship without compromising the anointing of the 
Holy Spirit. 
  
*   Evangelization & Discipleship:    

The First Coast area has approx. 1,157,800 people living in the area and our goal is to effectively and realistically 
reach and disciple 0.5% of this population and up this figure to 1% by 2012. Our focus is reaching the unchurched 
folk of the First Coast by means of evangelization using trained evangelists, television, radio and other forms of 
printed media. 
  

*   Missions 

Our commitment to missions is of outmost importance. Our goal is to train and equip those who are called 
to the mission field and to provide the necessary funding for them to succeed in their mission. 
  
*   Growth through Involvement:    

Each member of the church is important and is needed to expand God's Kingdom and this is done by involving each 
person using their giftings and talents given by the Holy Spirit. First Coast Family Church is a church that will allow it's 
members to grow through their involvement. 
  
*   School of Ministry:    

To establish a School of Ministry whereby each member as well as those outside FCFC can be trained and equipped 
for the work of the ministry. In addition, to plant additional Schools of Ministry within the USA and abroad. 
  
*   Church Planting: 

To train up pastors, teachers and evangelists who will form part of our church planting initiative. Our goal is to plant 
two additional churches in the First Coast area within the next three years. 
Our ten year plan is to plant 20 churches world wide; and 30 churches within the next 15 years. 
  

*   Support Groups: 
Establish Support Groups within FCFC ï At least one group to be formed every 3-6 months. These 
support groups will meet the needs of those with special needs. E.g. Single parents, divorced, alcoholics, 
drug addicts, the elderly. etc. 
  
First Coast Family Church is committed to working along side other churches and ministries in the First 
Coast area to effectively reach the unchurched people of our communities. We understand we cannot do it 
alone but a united effort by the body of Christ can and will bring spiritual change to this area we have grown 
to love and are called to. As a wise man once said, " You do it your way, we do it our way but we sure get the 
job done, don't we!"
